Registration Instructions 

 

1). Read the Religious Education Handbook. 

2). If you are not a member of Saint Ann’s parish, please fill out the Parish Enrollment Form 

 in its entirety.  Registering with the parish will entitle you to registered member fees (see 

 Religious Education Handbook, page 14). 

3). Fill out one (1) Religious Education Registration Form for each child that will attend 

religious education this year. Additional forms are available as you pick up your packet.  

Please pick up the right form for your situation.  There is a form for returning students 

and a form for new students.  Anyone registering for Sacramental Preparation classes 

(First Eucharist/First Reconciliation or Confirmation) need to register with the new 

student form.  Thank you! 

   

 Note: ALL information on the Religious Education Registration Form MUST be 

filled out completely.  If you do not know your child’s medication allergies (if 

applicable) please check with your child’s doctor. 

 

4). Return ALL registration forms, the Parish Enrollment Form (if applicable) and a check 

(or cash) for the appropriate fee amount to the volunteers at registration or to the parish 

secretary.  (Please make your check or money order payable to “St. Ann Catholic 

Church”.  Receipts are available upon request at the time of registration. 

 

Note: All registration materials must be completed and received at the parish office 

by September 11, 2011  Children will not be permitted to begin class until 

ALL necessary forms and fees are received and processed.  Please refer to 

the Religious Education Handbook for further information concerning 

applicable fees and waivers.
