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Notes from the  
Financial Corner

The first quarter report, July 

through September has been re-

viewed by the Finance Committee. 

The weekly collections are 

$17,884 below the projected 

amount needed through the end 

of September. The administrative 

expenses, which include salaries 

and insurance, were below the 

estimated expenditures by $5,582 

for the first quarter. Other budget 

areas were pretty close to the 

estimated amounts through the 

first quarter. The Building Fund 

had a balance of $143,996 of 

which $100,000 was paid in Octo-

ber toward our loan principal. This 

brought our loan down to 

$1,787,519. The remaining balance 

in the Building Fund will be used 

to make the monthly payments on 

our loan, both interest and princi-

pal. This will help us to finish  

Fiscal Year 2012 in the black.  At 

least that’s the plan.
