| have not received the
Financial Report for
march as | am writing
this article. I would like
to report on the activity
in several of our funds.

Thru mid March our loan

for the new church was

$573,142.21. We used bal-

ances in three of our

funds to make a payment

on this loan. We used
$61,575.86 from our

checking ADLF (savings)

account. From the Ist
campaign (LFOM) fund
$44,728.32. | might add
that we receive 100% of
the payments still made
to this campaign. We
used $45,000 from the
2nd campaign, St. Ann
Building Fund. This to-

taled $151,304.18 that was

paid against this loan.

Bringing the balance thru
mid March to $421,838.03.

We had an over run on

the amount budgeted for

the pews. We used
$21,761.00 from the
Memorial Fund to help
offset the majority of

this over run. We also
used $30,000 from the
Sunday Building Fund
envelope to make a di-
rect payment for the
sound system.

Due to the success of
the second campaign,
St. Ann Building Fund,
every item that was
listed to be funded has
been included in the
current construction.
These items are as fol-
lows: sacristy, kitchen
hood & duct work, zone
control, storage build-
ing, & movable walls in
the social hall. The only
item not completely
funded was a rectory.
This has been put on
hold for the time being.
Adams & Marshall are

holding a lot for the rec-

tory, & they have not
asked us to make any
payments on this lot.
This is a nice gesture on
their part.

Have a good month &
remember the current
plan is to still move in
mid June. We are a par-
ish on the move.
